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Please send your contributions via e-mail on the e-mail address of the Executive editors (marginalia@seznam.cz) in the .doc or .rtf file format. Make sure the document observes the guidelines and citation examples as provided in the Detailed Submission Guidelines with Citation Examples (see the link below). Appendices (if any) with images or other supplementary material should have appropriate resolution (at least 300 dpi) and be sent in a separate file. In the final typeset layout, they will be inserted either continuously in the text proper or together right after it; they will be printed in grayscale only, in limited number, and preferably in a set coming after the text proper. The contributing author claims responsibility for any copyright issues regarding images submitted by them. 
Layout
The use of italics, bold or underlined words should be limited to a necessary minimum (such as when the meaning would otherwise be ambiguous). If the manuscript consists of more than one level of headings, make sure you use appropriate hierarchical style in the word processor. Avoid text boxes completely, use the (single) Enter key only to separate consequent paragraphs. Do not use page numbering. Use Times New Roman typeface with 1.5-line spacing and (for the main body of text) in 13pt size.
Size of Submitted Texts
All submitted articles (case studies) should fall within the range of 20 to 40 standard pages (1,800 characters per page), they have to include footnotes along with an abstract (4 to 5 sentences) and keywords in English. For book reviews, the size should not exceed 6 standard pages, for annotations 2 to 3 standard pages. The customary size of conference or exhibition etc. reports (published in sections Muzea a výstavy, Didaktika, Kronika or Historie stále živá) is around 3 to 5 standard pages unless arranged otherwise with the Executive editors.
