Empirical studies (in exceptional cases also theoretical and review studies), which must be presented on 6 to 8 standard pages (ie 10 800 - 14 400 characters, including spaces); Times New Roman font, font size 12. Without any graphic or other modifications.
The texts will be published in the author's language, i.e. Czech, Slovak or English, and will be accompanied by abstracts and key words in English.
All page margins: 2.5 cm, single line spacing. Paragraph indent - first line 0.75 cm; not to use spaces or to point out paragraphs or subtitles.

Paper structure:
The name of the paper in Czech /Slovak and English; the name(s) and surname of the author(s); abstract in Czech /Slovak and English; keywords in Czech/Slovak and English; the text itself and exact contact details of the author(s). Abbreviations can not be used to indicate author's affiliation !!! (It is necessary to state the exact full official name of the department, faculty and university).

Please give the exact full names of university faculties and departments, do not use abbreviations! Insert tables and charts as images. The name of the table / chart / image is: Table 1: Table name, Chart 1: Chart name ... Give the source below each picture / table / graph, example: Source: Armstrong (1999, p. 52) or Source: Own work
